Civic center for a panel of three judges. The band will perform three selections and then be given a score by the judges. 

This is a great opportunity to prepare students for UIL competition in the coming years, as well as a chance to perform for 

an audience. Following the contest we will bring the students to Wonderland amusement park to spend the afternoon 

having fun. Wonderland has grouped an All-You-Can-Eat dinner with the park admission.

Dress Code 

Dress is very important for musical performances. Though we would preferably want all the students to look the 

same, we want to make it as easy as possible on all families. Student clothing will need to be professional (“Sunday Best”) 

and must follow the Spur ISD dress code. Clothing to the contest MAY NOT INCLUDE: Jeans, T-Shirts, Shorts, 

Short Skirts, Tank-Tops, Athletic Shoes, or Flip-Flops. Guys will need to wear: Slacks, Brown or Black Shoes, Belt, 

Collared Shirt (Tucked In). If there is an issue with clothing, please let me know as soon as possible so that clothing may 

be obtained. Students will be allowed to change before going to Wonderland; however dress to the Amusement Park must 

still follow Spur ISD Dress Code. 

Cost 

Students will need to pay $15 for the cost of Wonderland. This will need to be paid by May 4
th

 to Mrs. 

Billberry the School Nurse (Band Booster President). Students will need to bring any extra money with them the day 

of the contest if they wish to purchase tickets for a few of the large rides or for any snacks. A meal is provided in the $15 

charge for Wonderland. If there is a problem paying this fee, please let me know as soon as possible. All students will be 

given a chance to go regardless of whether they can pay or not.
